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PART 1
| Constitution

The Constitution of the Natronal Treasury Employees'
Union as amended at the last National Convention is
hereby adopted as the Constitution of this Chapter.
The Bylaws of this Chapter set forth rules for the local
administration and functions of this Chapter. No part
of these Bylaws shall be in force if they are contrary
to or in conflict with the provisions of the National

Constitution and Bylaws.



PART 11
Name, Headquarters, Jurisdiction
and Fiscal Year

Section 1: Name---This organization shall be known as the National Treasury Employees'
Union, Chapter 97.

Section 2: Headquarters and Jurisdiction—The headquarters of Chapter 97
shall be maintained in Fresno, California, and have jurisdiction concurrent with the jurisdiction
granted in the Charter issued pursuant to the National Constitution, unless amended by operation
of the provisions of the National Constitution.

Section 3: Fiscal Year-—The fiscal year of Chapter 97 shall begin October 1 and end

September 30.

PART 111
Membership

Section 1: MEI’I‘II}EI‘S hip Eligibility-——ﬂny person who is presently employed within
Chapter 97's jurisdiction as defined in Part TI, Section 2, or any former or retired employee of the
Federal Government is eligible for membership in this Chapter, regardless of race, creed, sex, age,
or religion.

Section 2: Member Definition---A member of Chapter 97 is one who is eligible for
membership and who has timely remitted an appropriate dues payment or who has authorized
withhalding of dues from his/her compensation and notice of such authorization has been
provided to Chapter 97.

Section 3: Membership classification---Classification of membership in chapter -

97 shall mean:
(A) . Active Employee Member-—any member presently employed by the Federal Government;
(B) Retired Member—Any member formerly employed by the Federal Government who has
been retired from the Federal Government and is drawing an annuity under the U.S. Civil
Service Retirement System,
(C) Former Employee Member—Any member formerly employed by the Federal Government
who left before he/she was eligible for retirement;

New Employee Member---An employee who has never been a member of NTEU or has
not been a member during the twelve (12) months prior to submitting an application;
Member-at-Large-—an employee of the Federal Government who is employed in a
department, agency, or subdivision thereof where NTEU does not hold a unit of exclusive
recognition. A member-at-large is eligible to participate in all insurance programs
sponsored by NTEU and is eligible to receive the NTEU Bulletin and the Chapter 97
newsletter. A member-at-large is not eligible to vote in NTEU elections or to receive

representation from NTEU representatives.

Section 1: Revenue—

How prescribed—The revenue of Chapter 97 shall be obtained from other activities.
Amount of dues—Effective on the first full pay period in 1995 the bi-weekly pay period
per capita dues from. each member shall be at the percentage rate established in the
National Constitution for National Dues and the local rate shall be forty-two percent
(42%) of the national amount. Except members retired or formerly employed by the
Federal Government for which such members the per capita dues shall be thirty dollars
($30.00) per annum more than the National per capita dues. Each member-at-large shall
pay dues at the same rate as retired members.

Proration of Dues—1In the case of an employee who elects to pay the annual dues on a
cash basis, the annual per capita dues shall be prorated for the fiscal year in which the
employee makes such an election so that the member will pay dues for only those months
remaining in the fiscal year. (Note: a fraction of a month will be counted as a full month)

Section 2: Method of payment-—rer capita payments collected by the chapter shall
be forwarded by the Secretary-Treasurer to NTEU National Headquarters, which shall remit to
the chapter its share of such dues. Dues withheld on a dues withholding program will be paid
directly to NTEU National Headquarters, which shall then remit to the chapter its share within ten

(10) days.
Section 3: Increase in dues—-

Reasonable notice (at least fifteen (15) days in advance), shall be given to all members
when a general or special meeting of the members shall consider an increase in dues. The
notice shall state the amount and the effective date of the proposed increase. Notice shall
be by letter to all members, or published in the chapter newsletter which is received by all
members, or by posting on all official bulletin boards.

PART V
Chapter Meeting

Section 1: Annual Meeting---An annual membership meeting shall be held during the
month of July each fiscal year.

Section 2: Notice to members---The meeting place will be designated by the President
and notice must be mailed to the members, at the last known address. Reminders will be posted
on the official NTEU bulletin boards.

Section 3: SpECIHl MEEﬂﬂgS—Spm&I meettngs of the Chagter may be convened by:
(A)  Written call by the President;
(B)  Written call by a majority Df the Executive board; or,
(C)  Written call signed by fifteen (15) members of this chapter

Section 4: Voting Entitlement—-—-
(A) Each member, except a member-at-large, shall be entitled to one (1) vote at any regular or
special meéting, and in I;hf: election of officers.
(B) In case of challenge of the right to vote by a member, the Chapter President shall rule on
the member’s right to vote at said meeting. The member shall have the right to challenge
this decision pursuant to the applicable provisions of the NTEU National Constitution.

Section 5: Quorum defined—A quorum at any meeting of Chapter 97 shall
consist of no less than two percent (2%) of the members as defined in Part III Section 2
of these bylaws. The number of members that constitute 2 percent (2%) shall be
determined from the most current certified membership list supplied to the chapter by the
National office of NTEU at the time of the meeting.

Section 6: Debate—-Each member, except a member-at-large, shall be entitled to debate at
any meeting of the Chapter on those matters relating to the NTEU National organization or the
local Chapter,

Section 7: Rules & Order of Business-—-The rules and order of business of

special and-::egma: chapter meetings shall be determined by the Executive Board at its regular or
special meeting preceding the Chapter meeting,

Section 1: Composition-—-The Chapter Executive Board shall be composed of the

(A)  Tax Accounts Division/Resources Management Division,
